	[bookmark: _GoBack]Beginner, Intermediate and Advanced Dance Classes focused on jazz, modern, ballet and contemporary techniques. All styles will be covered in this class. Performance in all shows and participation in all events is mandatory and a major part of the class grade; this includes activities outside of school/class. Additionally, some costumes will have to be purchased throughout the semester. 

	Theater Arts

	Theater focuses on the creation and production of the respective semester play. Every Theater student will have a speaking part in the play and will be involved in the script writing process. Students are required to have a silent reading book in class daily.

	DRESS CODE: Dressing out is required EVERY DAY! REMEMBER YOUR 3-B’s!

	Girls: Black bodysuit and tights, dance shorts may be worn or dance shorts and school appropriate tank-top.
Boys: Fitted t-shirt or tank, sweatpants or non-baggy basketball shorts, shoes as required

	Jeans or any pant with a zipper and button are not appropriate for dance. This includes but is not limited to: jeggings, stretch jeans, jean shorts (the Ella Gower rule), khaki or corduroy pants.


**Dance and Theater Arts classes may have additional requirements/ performances**              
**Students will be responsible for purchasing shoes and costumes**
Dressing Out
You are expected to dress out and be prepared to dress out everyday, no excuses. Even if we have plans to not dress out be prepared in case plans change. 
Bins will be available for a yearly rental fee of $5.00 for you to keep your clothes in. Only class related items should be in your bins. [See Dressing Room Rules] Personal items may only be left in dressing room if you have rented a bin and must be in bin. Rental money will go towards dance costumes.
If you do not dress out you receive a sit out which affects your grade-when you sit out you are still required to participate. 
2 sitouts=office referral
A lack of participation in daily assignment in Dance or Theater Arts=a sitout!
If you are too ill to dance, you are too ill to be in class. Females “time-of-the-month” is not a reason to not dance. Injury will need to be accompanied by a note from the doctor.


Dressing Room Rules
Each student has the opportunity to rent an assigned bin. You may leave your dance stuff in there [please don’t let it get stank!] ONLY dance items should be in your bin i.e. dance clothes, dance shoes, deodorant etc YOUR BIN IS NOT A LOCKER. Your bin has a spot and it should not move from that spot. Only your bin should be on the shelf. Non dance items left in dressing room and dance items out of bins will be thrown away at the teachers discretion.
All books, bags, pocketbooks, shoes etc should be placed on the BOTTOM 2 LARGE SHELVES only [not on the floor, not on any other shelf].
NO FOOD, DRINK, GUM allowed in any part of the dance room, dressing room, drama room. If I catch you with it, it goes in the trash or I will eat it.
Items left out in dressing room after class will be thrown away.
Dressing Room and/or bathrooms are to be kept neat and orderly at all times.
Always be safe, students caught shutting off light, climbing on shelf or foolishness in general will receive a write-up.
Respect my space and my stuff…understand boundaries.
Mrs. P reserves the right to open the dressing room door at anytime or to prop the door open while students are changing.
Grading Policy
Each day you miss school you loose 1 point from your CP grade, tardies you loose ½ point
Each day you sit out your overall grade drops as follows:
1 sitout=95%
2 sitouts=85%
3 sitouts=75% and so on…
Semester Performances are treated as your final exams. Performances outside of the school are mandatory and will be counted as 3 test grades on a pass/fail basis.
Each minute you are late for a rehearsal or call time you loose 1 point from your overall grade
Each rehearsal you miss you loose 5 points from your overall grade
Missed performance=FAILURE IN ALL ARTS CLASSES


Class Rules
You will dance [act, workout]…everyday. 
The questions: “Are we dancing?”, “What are we doing today?”, or “What time is it?” are banned from my classroom. Yes we are dancing, it is dance class and no I will not tell you how much longer you have the pleasure of being in my company.
If you are too sick to actively participate in class, then you are sick too be here. Likewise for tiredness.
Watching something [ie a video] does not=sleep time or gossip time it =educate time.
You will dress out…if you are confused ask me.
Dance is a hands-on class…i.e. I may have to put my hands on you at times to correct you. If you are uncomfortable with this please speak to me after class.
You will try…your hardest.
You will follow school rules and chants.
You will respect yourselves, others, our space and the school. You will also respect me.
Performance Rules
See performance grading policy above.
Students are required to perform in a minimum of 2 shows(APAA & LKCS 7th & 8th Grade) and 1 show(LKCS) per school year. Costumes/costume pieces will need to be purchased by the student for these events. Additional LKCS students may be called upon as needed for APAA shows. There will be substantial notice in such cases.
Hair and makeup will have to be done as assigned by the teacher for these events.
No jewelry or visible under garments may be worn during these events.
Additional, mandatory performances may and will be added throughout the school year,
BANNED ITEMS: These items will be taken if they are seen…Cell phones, ipods, electronic devices, food, drinks that are not water, gum.
Also, please remove your shoes before entering the dance classroom.
